
The increasing number of users 
requiring data securely and rapidly, 
regardless of their geographical 
location, continues apace as 
organizations strive to deliver and 
receive information at the point of use.  
Add to this the growing richness of the 
content including data, voice and video; 
and the growing need for additional 
network bandwidth becomes self 
evident.  The response to this demand 
is to:

a)  manage the network traffic to ensure 
that the network service is used for the 
purpose for which it was intended

and

b)  make best use of new network 
technology to increase the available 
bandwidth whilst making appropriate 
use of the existing network 
infra-structure.

Additional bandwidth can be added, 
providing additional resilience in the 
process; existing bandwidth can be 
upgraded, making cost effective use of 
the available technologies; existing 
private wide area networks (WANs) can 
be replaced with virtual private 
networks via the Internet, thus making 
cost savings; where private WANs eg 
MPLS are required to meet specific 
traffic requirements, additional Internet 
bandwidth can be added to provide a 
cost effective and resilient hybrid 
solution, using the appropriate 
bandwidth for the appropriate traffic.

To effect these network changes, 
without loss of service, requires the 
right resources if the desired outcomes 
are not to be lost. To this end, design, 
implementation, support services 
complete with logistical support, 
experienced network engineers and 
network monitoring infrastructure are 
available from Keyfort.
